T he price of manufactured iron stil 

continues to increase. The Chicagt 

T ribune  a few days ago published the 
following special dispatch, dated at 
Philadelphia, January  31. The dis­
patch says : " I t  seems hardly possible 
th a t iron can go any higher a t present, 
bu t the wants o f consumers have 

already pu t i t  up $2 th is week. There 
is now none left a t tho furnaces, and 
they are sold so far ahead th a t they are 
utterly  indifferent to any future orders. 
T his has made the m arket a little 
quieter, bu t any increase in the demand 
from the west, which seems to be still 
in w ant, m ay send-prices still higher. 
I t  is felt tha t the needs of consumers 
will fully keep pace w ith the supply 
during  the coming year, and th a t prices 
cannot m aterially fall, if, indeed, they 
do not go higher. T he question is still 
one of the possibility of filling orders 
rather than of price. In  a ll varities of 
manufactured iron prices are well held 
up to the highest point. In  plate and 

tank  iron alone is there any slackness 
in orders. For sheet-iron_orders have 
been declined, nearly all the mills being 
sold up to May. Orders for bar-iron 
are placed subject to the price a t the 
time of delivery, manufacturers declin­
ing  to name any figures now. Steel 
rails arc up to $80 or .1)95, a t which 
price English rails can be imported, 
bu t the price has gone up abroad quite 
as fast as in .this country, the talk  of a 
reduction of duty having bounced the 

price $12.50 a ton in a  single week. 
The mills have all the orders for iron 
rails th a t they can fill, and refuse or­
ders a t less than $70. Over 60,000 
tons of old rails have been sold during 
tho week, many ot them to  [arrive at 

a t which price steel rails 
sc  Iw n  bought in tha summer.

T he Pennsylvania railroad alone h: 
saved $1,000,000 on contracts placed 
in the summ er and fall w ith the A llen­
town, Scranton, and E dgar Thom pt 
W orks, and the new W est Jersey ifc 
A tlantic, now building, will be tracked 
for $2,000 per mile less than  if  the 

rails had been bought now, instead of 

in October last. T his activil 
has alone been the only support of the 
coal trade this w inter, for the wa 
weather is reducing consumpti 
1,000,000 tons a  m onth.
