tempt to assassinate Maitre Laborl, |
chief counsel for Dreyfus, a verdict of
“guilty with extenuating circum-
stances’”” was returned. The sentence
was ten years’ imprisonment, but Drey-
fus was almost immediately pardoned
by President Loubet.

The criminal branch of the court of |
cassation in Paris has ordered a new |
trial in compliance with a motion
made by counsel for Dreyfus. At
the beginning of this latest proceeding
in the celebrated case the attorney gen-
eral informed the court that the charges
against Dreyfus were found upon in-
vestigation, in the light of later infor-
mation, toc be “miserable” and without
foundation and ‘‘valuable only because
of the mystery cleverly thrown about
them.”

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MAKING MATCHES,

Hand Labor and Slow Methods When
the Industry Was New,

The first really efficlent lucifer match
must be put to the credit of Mr. John
Walker of Stockton-on-Tees, who in
the year 1827 placed them on the mar-
ket under the name of “Congreves,” in
compliment to Sir William Congreve,
the inventor of the war rocket. These
matches were sold for a shilling a box,
which contained, besides a few dozen
of the matches, a little piece of folded
sandpaper, through which each splint
of wood had to be drawn bhefore it
could be made to inflame. An original
tin box, stamped with the royal arms
and bearing the word “Congreve,” 18
preserved as a curiosity in one’'of the
London museums,

As in the case of all other industries,
this one was initiated by hand labor
alone. The splints of wood were no
doubt originally dipped in the igniting
composition one by one, but subse-
quently they were tied up in bundles
and dipped en bloc, the workman giv-
ing each bundle a twist with his hands
80 that the end of each splint would
be free to move to a Certain extent
and absorb a little more of the com-
pound than it would if kept quite still.
The next advance was to fix the splints
in a frame so that each was separated
from its neighbor, and this frame, con-
taining about 1,500 matches, would be
brought down on a marble slab upon
which the composition was spread.
The tipped matches, still in their
frame, would then be dried in air for
a few hours and afterward placed in
a heated chamber to complete their
desiccation. Manual labor is now al-
most wholly dispensed with in the
manufacture of matches. The employ-
ment of yellow phosphorus for the
charging of matches made the indus-
try a very unhealthy one, and the
workpeople, if not in the best of
health, ran the risk of contracting a
terrible disease known as necrosis of
the jawbone, the vulgar name for
which was ‘“phossy jaw.” With im-
provements in manufacture this evil
has now been eliminated.—Chambers’,

From the Escanaba Mirror it is learn-
ed that all the docks on the east side of
the bay, except Farmers' dock, have
been earried out by the ice. Robertson’s
dock which was but recently finished
and was to be used as a landing for the
steamer Duluth is completely gone, not
even any of the planks being left to tell
the story of the great ice crush. The
government dock near the Peninsula
point light house was also carried out as
were the old gravel pit dock and Skang
Brothers dock. James Stratton’s dock
was badly damaged, one of the cribs be-
ing carried out, but that can be repaired
without consgiderable loss. The Robert-
son dock was not built on piles as are
the larger docks of the bay, but rested
on cribs anchored with stone and the

The government dock which
was carried out had been built for near-
ly eight years and like the Robertson
dock was constructed on cribs and the
loss sustained from its destruction will
not be great. The remainder of the
docks carried out were in the main not
costly and can easily be rebuilt.

In the daytime, when sunlight stim-
ulates their nutrition, plants can do
no harm in bedrooms, for then they
glve off oxygen and are useful in ab-
gorbing from the air the carbon which
is injurious to animal life. The free

At night the case is different. Then
all plants and flowers are removed
from hospital wards, because they ex-
hale the carbonic acid which they have
gutlfered from the soil and air and
thus give off by a process similar to
respiration a gas which is injurious.

But time has changed since then,
and munitions with them, and the
great guns of to-day, on the sea at any
rate, give a vastly different account of
themselyes. During the reecent war
between America and Spain it will be
recalled that the Brooklyn poured such
a deadly deluge of projectiles into the
Spanish warship Viscaya that within
five minutes the latter lay at the bot-
tom of the sea a rent and battered
jumble of serap iron.

In all the Brooklyn fired 618 shells
at the Vascaya and the bill of destruc-
tion read thus:

To 141 S-inch shells, at
£7,0500; to 65 6-inch shells,
£1,365; to 12 6-pounder
each, £12; to 400 1-pound shells,
shillings 6 pence each, £250.

Thus the five minutes firing cost the
United States £8,67%, and during each
minute of the duel the Brooklyn hurled
123 projectiles at her enemy at a cost
of £1,735. If we add to this the cost
of the Viscaya's answering fire we see
that the fight between the two ships
could scarcely have cost less than
£3,000 a minute, or at the rate of £180,-
000 an hour. We must remember, too,
that on neither ship would it be possi-
ble to use all the available guns at
once: so that there is still a large mar-
gin for increased expenditure when a
man-of-war is in a position to use her
fighting powers to the utmost.

But let us take one of our own first-
class battleships, the London, and esi-
mate the cost of five minutes’ fighting,
assuming that she could use all of her
forty-six guns throughout.

The London’s four 12-inch guns,
which, by the way, cost no less than
£220,000, fire armor-piercing shells
weighing 850 pounds each at the rate
of two a minute, each projectile, with
its cordite charge of 1671% pounds,
costing £80. Thus in five minutes’
fighting these four destruction-dealing
mongters would hurl the enemy
forty projectiles weighing more than
eighteen tons and costing £3,200.

Kach siv-inch gun, of which she has
twelve, costing £3,750 each, throws
shells of 100 pounds weight, costing
£14 apiece, and in five minutes of rapid
and continuous firing these guns would
pour into the enemy’s ships a hurri-
cane of projectiles weighing twenty-
two tons, at a cost of £6,688. So far we
have only accounted for sixteen out of
the forty-six guns.

The London twelyve-pounders number
gixteen and cost £5050 each; from the
mouths of these guns no fewer than
960 shells could be poured in five min-
utes, representing nine tons of metal
and a cost of £2,880.

Tach of the half-dozen three-pound-
ers has a firing capacity of thirty
shells a minute, 8o that in a five min-
utes’ fight they alone would send £900
worth of metal into the enemy’s side;
while the eight maxims would send out
a storm of death-dealing bullets weigh-
ing more than six hundredweight and
costing £140.

MISCELLANEY.

The grave of the German poet Heine,
in the Montmartre cemetery, Paris, is
said to be visited by more persons than
Zola’s, which is quite near it. It is
customary for visitors to leave their
cards. Of 295 cards found on Heine's
grave thirty were left by English and
American visitors and over 250 by Ger-
mans and Austrians.

All the region of the upper Amazon
and its tributaries offers magnificent fa-
cilities for cattle ranching. When the
higher lands are reached there are vast
stretches of prairies, or “savannas,” as
