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DOWN TO ZERO
In December, 1918, there were 140,000 more 

employes on the railroads than in December 1917. 
Yet the amount of freight handled in December, 
1918, was consideraly less tb̂ in in the corres­
ponding month of 1917.

We are doing less in a day now, and manu­
facturing less, so there is not as much wealth as 
formerly. We are all gradually getting poorer.

In Kansas City there is a concern whose lum­
ber mill turned out 70,000 feet a day five years 
ago. Now it turns out 45,000 feet, although it 
has the same number of employes as before.

A factory which employed 700 people and did 
a large business in manufacturing overalls, has 
found that contracts made on the basis of previ­
ous output are now incapable of fulfillment. 
Working hours in this factory have been so much 
reduced that, figuring the per capita loss of time, 
there are 4,800 fewer working hours each week 
than a short time a&o.

A cement concern has reported that a large 
increase in the number of its employes shows 
only a serious decrease in production as the out­
come. There is also trouble in the garment trade. 
Suits have become hard to get because suits have 
not been made.

This is what has happened already. But cheer 
up; the worst is yet to come. There will soon be a 
falling off in the production of coal. The program 
now includes a six hour working day (more 
wages of course,) and soon coal will be consider­
ably scarcer than it is now. And the general 
movement to limit output continues in all lines of 
activity, with the result' that the working man, 
like everyone else, pays twice as much as he did 
for everything.

COAL SHORTAGE IN STATE IS 

IMMINENT AND ONLY RE­
LIEF IS PROMPT RE­

LEASE OF CARS

Chamber of Commerce Requested To 
Notify All Consignees That Critical 

Situation of Freight Movement Can 
Only Be Relieved By Returning 
Empties With All Possible Haste.

The first intimation that a coal 
shortage was impending in this sec­
tion was received at the Chamber of 
Commerce yesterday morning when a 
’etter from the Public Utilities com­
mission at Lansing was received stat­
ing that the coal situation in Michigan 
is apt to become serious this winter 
unless the car situation is improved.

The acute shortage of cars threatens 
seriously the coal supply and the com­
mission issues the-following letter to 
the consignees in Manistique:

Sept. 23, 1919 
Manistique Chamber of Commerce:

The Michigan Public Utilities 
Commission is constantly in re­
ceipt of complaints from concerns 
using various commodities re­
garding the difficulty with which 
they are contending in obtaining 
these commodities from the rail­
roads.

This Commission has repeated­
ly taken up the matter with rail­
road executives with more or less 
success. However, the situation 
js very serious, due to the present 
car shortage, and it is so serious 
that it seems advisable to issue 
a general letter to consignees in 
this state strongly urging the 
very prompt release of cars that 
have been received with ship­
ments of coal, gravel and like 
commodities.

The situation as to coal and its 
receipt in Michigan is not at all 
good, and probably one of the rea­
sons for this is the car shortage 
which is affected by undue re­
tention of loaded cars.

The Public Utilities Commission 
urges each commercial organiza­
tion in Michigan to take up the 
matter with such consignees as 
are located in its city’ where it 
is active and that everything be 
done to reduce the time that cars 
are retained by consignees for un­
loading.
